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Ideas for Media Attention
All over the country O∆K Circles and members are doing extraordinary things and as the premier organization for the development and recognition of leadership, we want to ensure that our members have their contributions and achievements recognized by the community.  One way to achieve this is to include a plan for media releases in your Circle’s activities.  Below are some examples of relatively common occurrences in O∆K that you can include in press releases to help elevate the profile of your Circle and your members within the university community.
1. Fall and/or Spring Initiation.
2. Your Circle is hosting a program on campus.

3. Your Circle has granted an award to an individual or campus group recognizing great leadership.
4. A faculty secretary or adviser retires.

5. A new set of officers have been selected for the new school year.

6. A member is selected as Circle Leader of the Year, Regional Leader of the Year, or even National Leader of the Year.  

7. A member is selected as a Foundation Scholarship winner.

8. An alumnus of your Circle has received an award or honor. 

9. Your Circle initiates an Honoris Causa member, or maybe the President of your College or University.

10. A member of your Circle receives a National Award from Omicron Delta Kappa.
11. A member or officer is selected as a Regional Director.

12. A member is selected to serve on an ODK National Committee.
13. A member is a student athlete and performs well in their chosen sport maybe having received an award or honor.

14. A member receives an award from your college or university.
